YEAR THREE CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

HOW TO TEACH: Is a practical and engaging class designed to equip students with the tools and confidence to effectively communicate truth to others. Throughout the course, experienced teachers and pastors will share how they personally prepare to teach and preach, offering insight into study habits, message development, and delivery style.

BIBLICAL LEADERSHIP: This course explores the foundations, practices and purpose of leadership using biblical principles. Students will examine key leadership characteristics, importance of leading, consequences of not leading, conflict resolution, team dynamics, analyze leadership challenges, compare and contrast worldly vs biblical leadership while aligning and informing the students leadership philosophy with biblical leadership principals.

ANSWERS TO IMPORTANT QUESTIONS: Is a thought-provoking class designed to help students navigate some of the most challenging and commonly asked questions in the Christian faith. This class will explore topics such as what the unpardonable sin is, whether women can participate in ministry, the divinity of Jesus, God’s role in tragedy, the basics of Calvinism, and what curses were defeated on the cross. 

OPERATING THE GIFTS IN ORDER:  Is a practical, biblical class that teaches how to function in the gifts of the Spirit with confidence and alignment with Scripture. Students will learn the purpose of the gifts, how they operate in different settings, and how to walk in sensitivity to the Holy Spirit while maintaining order and edification in the body of Christ.

THE BOOK OF EPHESIANS: Ephesians emphasizes unity and spiritual blessings in Christ, urging believers to live in accordance with their calling. It highlights the mystery of the Gospel, the church as the body of Christ, and the importance of spiritual maturity. Paul encourages ethical living, unity, and facing spiritual warfare with the armor of God.
DISCIPLESHIP: Jesus didn’t just invite people to believe in Him. He invited them to follow Him. He also gave His followers a mission: to go and make disciples. In this class, we’ll unpack what discipleship really means, why it matters, and how ordinary believers can take part in helping others know, follow, and grow.  This class aids the students to go deeper in their walk with Christ and become more intentional in living out the Great Commission.

Methods of Payment

The $500 can be paid in one of the following three ways:

1. Paid in full by or on Orientation by cash, check, or credit card will receive a 10% discount ($500.00 minus $50.00 = $450.00).
